1.3D Art Portfolio consists of Submission Form, Artwork Information and Digital
Images of Finalist's chosen 3D Artworks, and Confirmation of Filmed
Introduction Attendance.

2. 3D artworks are defined as artwork created by the Finalists in the following
categories: ceramics, glass, jewelry, metal-smithing, and textile and fiber
design.

3. Submitted artworks must have been created during the past two school
years (2018 and 2022) within your Freshman and Senior years.

4. Finalist must provide Artwork Information and a Digital Image for five (5)
artworks:
e All five artworks will be eligible for Scholarship consideration
® Only three of the five artworks will be eligible for Nerman Museum
¢ Exhibition consideration. Nerman Museum Staff will select one artwork
from each Finalist for the Exhibition
e Artworks for “Exhibition and Scholarship consideration” must meet
specific size restrictions - see next page

of 3D design accomplishment and meet size
requirements for the exhibition

e The Nerman Museum staff considers quality,
mastery of media, significance of content, size, and
how the artworks will relate to one another and
create a coherent whole in the Exhibition space
when selecting Finalists’ artwork for the Exhibition.

e Artwork size may not exceed 18”H x 10"W x 10D” -
restrictions are due to limited gallery space and
number of Visual Art Finalists participating in the
Exhibition.

o Artwork size in Submission Form means size of

e The Nerman Museum will mount and frame all
selected artwork for the Exhibition.
